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THE CANTLIN FARM

PROPERTY DETAILS

The subject farm is located approximately 59 miles southwest of Chicago O’Hare
International Airport. Nearby towns include: Paw Paw (2 3/4 miles north),
Earlville (4 miles southeast), and Mendota (5 miles southwest).

There is approximately 7/16 mile of road frontage on Cottage Hill Road.

Interstate 39/U.S. Route 51 is 3 3/8 miles west, U.S. Route 34 is 4 miles south, U.S.
Route 30 is 8 3/16 miles north, and Illinois Route 23 is 9 3/8 miles southeast of the

property.

A brief legal description indicates The Cantlin Farm is located in Part of the
Northwest Quarter of Section 34, Township 37 North — Range 2 East (Wyoming
Township), Lee County, Illinois.

There are a total of 113.43 acres, more or less, according to the Lee County
Assessor’s Office.

There are approximately 107.86 tillable acres according to the Lee County FSA.

Major soil types found on this farm include Catlin silt loam and Elpaso silty clay
loam.

Lee County has a continental climate typical of northern Illinois. The average
length of the growing season is nearly 173 days. On average we expect about 2,750
growing degree days from April 23 through October 15. Annual precipitation
averages about 35" with over two thirds of this coming during the growing season.
Snowfall averages about 35" per year. Prevailing winds are from the west-
northwest.

The topography of the subject farm is level to gently rolling.
