Illinois Route 38 is 2 miles south, Illinois Route 64 is 4 miles north, Illinois Route 251 is
7 5/16 miles east, and Interstate 39/U.S. Route 51 is 9 1/2 miles east of the property.

A brief legal description indicates The Pine Rock Farm is located in Part of the North
Half of Section 34, Township 23 North — Range 11 East (Pine Rock Township), Ogle
County, Illinois.

There are a total of 188.506 acres according to a survey.
There are approximately 184.22 tillable acres according to the Ogle County FSA.

Major soil types found on this farm include Elburn silt loam, Plano silt loam, and
Drummer silty clay loam.

The topography of the subject farm is level to gently rolling.
